"There are incalculable elements
far beyond the admirals and ~generals.
The war is not always a war of large
scalé attrition and universal destruction ;
it is tiot’ always fought in the manner of
David and Goliath. If revolution does
not prevent the war, the war will help the
revolution.  The friends of peace in every
country may work for the defeat of their
‘own’ government. The Imperialist war
may again be transformed into a civil war.
Deadly fighting in the front may .yield to
fraternisation between -the soldiers of
belligerent nations.: .
