In-fact we do mnot know
if there is any one else in Bengal to-day
who gets a firmer grip of his audience
when he puts his heart into it. There
is, therefore, nothing jejune or amateurish
about  Mr. Chakrabarty’s survey of and
discourse upon oratory ; it is the frait
of ‘much kunowledge and experience; it
comes straight from the heart ; and hence
it is bound to be of surpassing interest.

"The author tells us many interesting
thing about the different styles of oratory,
the chief ‘elements of eloguence, the main
handicaps under which aspiring orators
labour and how to overcome them ; and
he gives us also acute and luminous cri-
ticisms upon the-great .practitioners. of
oratory, to whom he has listened bimself
[ - has . experience
through existing specimens of their 'style.
The book gives us also valuable practical
hints upon some of the essential pre-re-
quisites of a  public speaker’s make~up—
how to manage the voice, how toarrange
the subject-matter and ~how to avoid
cliches, stale tricks and artificial devices.

Altogether, we must say orice again, a

novel valuable and most interesting work

-=which ought to command a ready
acceptance and  deep and appreciative
attention.
