His whole life was and is
dedicated to break asunder the chains of slavery
and establish a free socialist republic of its own
in India.

He was and is first and last a nationalist to
the core, but he always conceived that a
socialist state of India has to be fashioned out
according to the genius of the Indian people
after the attainment of freedom.

~He never believed in copying blindly the
structure of the society from other people.

I-had the proud privilege to know him
intimately while he was in India. We had to
carry on our struggle for freedom, shoulder to
shoulder while he was here. From my personal
experiences I can boldiy assert that he was
never a socialist of Marxist brand.

He made no difference between man and
man. His approach to the communal problem
was quite different from others. He made no
mental reservations once he had confidence in
a man, be he a Hindu or a Muslim.

He wanted to solve the communal problem
by behav1our conduct and action and not by
mere words. .

When the All-India Congress session was
held after Tripuri at Calcutta, immediately after

 his resignatian of the post of the President of

Indian National Congress, I remember he
uttered these prophetic words— “Inaction is

__death”. He always advocated action and said

that action against the foreigners, that is, our
British masters, would solve the Communal
problem. This he proved definitely in his Azad
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He knew perfectly well that compromises -

with British Imperialism would lead India to
chaos.

He studied the nature, tendencies, and the
psychology of the Muslims of India and came
to-the conclusion that Muslims as a whole
‘would not join the freedom struggle unless they
feel that the struggle is launched for complete
